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Use this 12-day Advent reading plan to reffect on the truths shared in the blog
post. Each day connects to one of the blog's key themes: hope, presence, mission,
and worship. Let these readings guide your heart as you focus on the pﬁrpose of
Advent.
Days 1-3: Advent Speaks to the Heart of Every Woman
Day 1: Isaiah 40:28-31 — God renews our strength in the waiting.
Day 2: Romans 8:18-25 — Creation and our hearts groan for what is to come.
Day 3: Psalm 62:5-8 — Find rest in God, who is our hope and refuge.
Reflection: How has God met you in seasons of waiting? How might He be using
your current season to show you more of Himself?
Days 4-6: Advent Reminds Us We Are Not Alone
Day 4: Psalm 34:18-19 — The Lord is close to the brokenhearted.
Day 5: John 1:14 — The Word became flesh and dwelt among us.
Day 6: Hebrews 13:5-6 — God’s promise to never leave or forsake us.
Reflection: When have you felt most alone? How does the promise of “God with
us” bring you peace this season?
Days 7-9: Advent Calls Us to Purpose in the Busyness

Day 7: 2 Corinthians 5:18-20 — We are ambassadors of reconciliation.
Day 8: Matthew 5:14-16 — Let your light shine before others.
Day 9: Luke 2:8-20 — The shepherds’ response to the good news.
Reflection: Who in your life might need to experience the hope and love of Jesus
this Advent? How can you intentionally share this with them?

Days 10-12: Advent Draws Us Into Worship
Day 10: Psalm 95:1-7 — Come, let us worship and bow down.
Day 11: Revelation 4:8-11 — A glimpse of heavenly worship.
Day 12: Philippians 2:5-11 — Jesus’ humility and exaltation.
Reflection: How can you pause amidst the holiday demands to focus on worship?
What stirs your heart to marvel at Christ this season?

Bonus: Christmas Eve & Christmas Day

Christmas Eve: Micah 5:2-5a — The prophecy of Bethlehem.
Christmas Day: Luke 2:1-7 — The birth of Jesus.
Reflection: Spend time on Christmas Eve and Christmas Day thanking God for
the gift of His Son. Let the joy of Christ’s coming renew your heart and purpose
this season.
